Colour in 
  a  theatrical prop 

  

T his   is   a bag of dolls,  a  theatrical prop,  and was probably used  

in a Mummer’s Christmas play (at Boxford in the early 1900s)  

involving a character called ‘Happy Jack’ who carries his family  
on his back.  Mummers’ plays are folk plays by amateur actors.   

Using felt tip pens or pencils, colour in  the theatrical prop .   
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
